BYELAWS MADE BY KINGTON LANGLEY PARISH COUNCIL WITH RESPECT TO LOWER, MIDDLE
AND UPPER COMMONS, KINGTON LANGLEY
1. In these byelaws the expression "the Common" means the pieces of land with ponds, streams, paths and roads thereon covered by a Scheme of Regulations approved under the Commons Act 1899 and commonly known as Lower, Middle and Upper Commons situate in the County of Wiltshire and as delineated in a plan sealed by and deposited at the offices of the District Council of North Wiltshire and the expression "the Council" means the Parish Council of Kington Langley to which powers of management of the Common have been transferred under Section 101 of the Local Government Act 1972 by the North Wiltshire District Council.
2. No person shall, without lawful authority, construct any pathway or driveway across the Common.
3. No person shall, without lawful authority, remove or displace any turf, plant, soil or other substance from the Common.
4. No person shall, without the authority of the Council, post any bill, placard, advertisement or notice on any tree or fence or notice board on the Common.
5. No person shall, without lawful authority, draw upon the Common any carriage, cart, caravan, truck, motor cycle, or other vehicle or any aircraft (except in the case of accident or other sufficient cause).
6. No person shall without the consent of the Council or other lawful authority, erect or permit to remain on the Common, any building, shed, tent, fence, post, railing, or other structure whether used in connection with the playing of games or not.
7. No person shall (except in the case of a fair lawfully held) place on the Common any photographic cart, or any show, exhibition, swing, roundabout, or other like thing.
8. No person shall without reasonable excuse remove or displace any part of any building, or of any fixed or moveable seat or post, or of any other structure or erection on the Common.
9. No person shall light any fire on the Common, provided that this prohibition shall not apply in any case of public rejoicing or in any case where upon application to the Council for permission to light any fire on the Common/the Council may grant such permission.
10. No person shall, without lawful authority, turn out or permit to remain on the Common any cattle, sheep or other animal.

11. No person shall, without lawful authority, kill, molest or intention​ally disturb any animal, bird or fish, or engage in hunting, shooting, fishing, or the setting of traps or nets or the laying of snares.

12. 
No person shall intentionally obstruct or disturb any Officer of the Council in the proper exercise of his powers or duties or any person or servant of any person employed by the Council in the proper execution of any work in connection with the laying out or maintenance of the Common.
13. An Officer of the Council may, after due warning, remove from the Common any vehicle or animal drawn, driven or placed or any structure erected or placed thereon in contravention of the foregoing byelaws.

14. Nothing in these byelaws shall prejudice or affect any right of the person entitled as Lord of the Manor or otherwise to the soil of the Common, or of any person claiming under him, which is lawfully exerciseable in, over, under, or on the soil or surface of the Common, in connection with game, or with mines, minerals or other substrata or otherwise, or prejudice or affect any right of the commoners in or over the Common, or the lawful use of any highway or thoroughfare on the Common, or affect any power or obligation to repair any such highway or thoroughfare.

15. Any person who shall offend against any of the foregoing byelaws shall be liable for every such offence to a penalty of £50.00. GIVEN under our hands and seals this
